Dan works with a team of Belgian horses--Dolly and Cher--to drag
the timber out of the forest, thus reducing the damage to the remaining trees and forest floor. By contracting
with Eco Wood, a locally-owned Island business, we believe that we can fulfill our obligations to the MLF
program and, at the same time, use an ecologically-friendly and low-impact logging approach. Harvesting of
timber is scheduled to begin when the forest floor dries out in August and continue through the winter months.

The Reuel Harmon Forest will remain in the MLF program until December 31, 2021. Timber offers will be
continued thought this period and it is our objective to complete our obligation in accordance with our
management goals to enhance the ecological qualities of the forest over the long term.
